Marg and Harry made the decision to support the Oncology Department, after Marg lost her mother to cancer in 

1991, and their daughter to breast cancer in 2007.   

Marg felt that it was important that the funds stay locally and benefit the local community, “while it is important 

that cancer research funds like the Cancer Council are supported, we cannot forget that when a loved one is 

diagnosed and treated for the disease locally, it is the local hospital that provides the support and care for them.  

By donating the money to our local hospital, we are helping local people fighting cancer, making sure they get the 

best care possible while they are ill”. 

 

Kim Steel is also holding a Open Garden on the same weekend, with funds raised also to be shared between the 

Open Garden Scheme and the Oncology Department.  Kim’s beautiful garden is also situated on a residential 

block, and is located at 18 Simmie Street, Echuca.  Visitors are encouraged to visit both gardens to get ideas for 

their own backyards.
